Difficulty with legibility 

· Ensure proper desk, table and chair positioning- very important!
· Add writing lines to all worksheets.

· Instruct students to fully erase mistakes before rewriting.

· Practice starting letters a, d, g, q, o, s, with a “c” that starts at the top.
· Establish clear handwriting expectations before assignments are given. 

· Use short pencils (golf sized or smaller),

· Use cognitive cues such as “c comes before d” (make a “c”, then draw the line and it becomes a “d”).

· Keep a model of commonly reversed letters on the student’s desk. Use different colors for the letters to reinforce directionality. 
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
