Difficulty with spacing 

· Ensure proper desk, table and chair positioning- very important!
· Encourage the student to use their index finger for spacing.

· Try using a small white Lego or math manipulative between words.

· Try using a spacer stick.  Take a Popsicle stick and add white out one end this helps in reinforce the concept of blank space between the words.
· Place a dash between words or small candies between words. 

· Place a sticker or strips of post it notes between words.

· Try using graph paper. One letter per box and a box for a space. 

· Spaceman: Use a spoon with the head being the oval portion and the body being the stem. You can have the student use the spaceman’s body to help put spaces between words. 

· Highlight left side of paper with green marker, right side with red if needed.

· Allow left-handed students to write on backside of notebook paper.
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
