Poor pencil grip 

· Ensure proper desk, table and chair positioning- very important!
· Use short pencils (golf sized or smaller) & broken pieces of crayon to promote a more functional grip.

· Have your student hold a small object, eraser, or make-up sponge with their pinky and ring fingers, which then promotes a 3-finger grasp.

· For students who wrap their thumb around the pencil, put a sticker or drop of liquid paper on the pencil and have them cover it with their thumb when writing.

· Teach the correct pencil grasp. Have the student make the “OK” sign with their thumb and index finger touching and the last 3 fingers held in the air. Drop the last three fingers and open the thumb and index finger. Pinch the pencil between the thumb and index finger with the eraser end pointing toward the shoulder. The pencil rests on the middle finger. 

· Try writing on a vertical surfaces as much as possible (chalk board, dry erase board, easel, paper taped to wall, 

· Try using a stant board or a cheap alternative 3” -4” 3 ring binder turned horizontally. 

· Various pencil grips can be helpful (i.e. Wing Grip, The Grip, Start Write, and Grotto Grip). For a cheap alternative wrapped a rubber band on the pencil where their fingers should go. 
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
